Sixth Sunday of Easter
Dear Family!

As we are getting closer to the end of the Easter Season,
on the 6th Sunday of Easter we continue to hear Jesus
echo his message from the 5th Sunday’s Gospel ‘To
remain in him’. We won’t get to hear the 6th Sunday’s
Gospel instead we will pray with the Gospel of the 7th
Sunday of Easter as our rubrics explain: Where the
Ascension is transferred to Sunday, 12th May, the
second reading and Gospel of the Seventh Sunday of
Easter may be read on the Sixth Sunday of Easter. As
you may know, our diocese has moved the Solemnity
of Ascension from Thursday of the Sixth Week of
Easter to the Seventh Sunday of Easter permanently
since 2022, we hear one of the most cherished prayers
of Jesus for his Apostles.

Jesus’ prayer in today’s gospel is vital to the holiness
of the church. Every expression in this prayer is about
Oneness, holiness and commitment to love and serve
modeling on the same pattern of the unity in Godhead.
The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches us that
Charity is the soul of the holiness to which all are
called. Charity governs shapes and perfects all the
means of sanctification. When we are ready to love, we
live to be holy. Love is not just an emotion but a
constant attempt to reach perfection, to glorify God and
purify our intentions. Most of our expressions are seen
in all that we do and say and all that we fail to do and
say.

Next Sunday we celebrate the Solemnity of the
Ascension. We also celebrate Mothers’ day. May is the
month dedicated to Our Blessed Mother. Pope Francis
in his Letter on the Month of May wrote, “I want to
encourage everyone to rediscover the beauty of praying
the Rosary at home in the month of May. This can be
done either as a group or individually. As the readings
focus on Jesus’ commandment of love, praying for one
another is a great expression of love. I request you to
include a special prayer for our Bishop on his
anniversary of his episcopal ordination (May 3rd).

Excerpt from St. Thomas Aquinas’ Reflection on the
High-priestly Prayer of Jesus

2230. The need for their sanctification is added
when he says, as you did send me into the world, so
I have sent them into the world. He is saying in
effect: [ have come to preach the truth: “For this I
was born . . . to bear witness to the truth” (18:37).
And so, I have sent my disciples to preach the truth:
“Go into all the world and preach the gospel to the
whole creation” (Mk 16:15). Accordingly, they
have to be sanctified in the truth: “As the Father has
sent me, even so I send you” (20:21).

2231. They need to be sanctified not only because
of the task they have been given, but also because
their sanctification has already been begun by me.
Thus, he says, and for their sake I sanctify myself.
According to Augustine, we should note that there
are two natures in Christ. Christ is holy by essence,
considering his divine nature; while he is holy by
grace, which is derived from the divine nature,
considering his human nature. Referring to his
divine nature he says, I sanctify myself, by taking
on flesh for them. I do this in order that the sanctity
or holiness of grace, which is found in my
humanity, but is also from me as God, might flow
from me to them, because “from his fullness we
have all received” (1:16). “It is like the precious oil
upon the head,” and this head is Christ, who is God,
“running down upon the beard, upon the beard of
Aaron,” that is, upon his human nature, and from
here, “running down on the collar of his robes,” that
is, to us. (Ps 132:2).

Or, according to Chrysostom, he is asking they be
sanctified by a spiritual sanctification. In the Old
Testament there were sanctifications of the body:
“Cleansing of the body imposed until the time
comes to set things right” (Heb 9:10). These were
figures of a spiritual sanctification, and these figures
involved the offering of some sacrifice. And so, it
was appropriate that some sacrifice be offered for
the sanctification of the disciples.

This is what he is saying: I sanctify myself in order
that they might be sanctified, that is, I am offering
myself as a sacrifice: “who offered himself without
blemish to God” (Heb 9:14); “So Jesus also suffered
outside the gate in order to sanctify the people
through his own blood” (Heb 13:12). He did this in
truth, not in a figure, as was done in the Old
Testament.
